Dear Parents and Students, 
Welcome to the 2012-2013 school year.  Thank you very much for allowing me the opportunity to teach your child.

First of all, I would like to introduce myself to you.  My name is Michele Broeg and I have been teaching at Central Gwinnett since the fall of 2004.  Prior to that, I taught in Kentucky for 11 years.  I am originally from Florida and after HS, moved to KY for to pursue my Bachelor’s Degree at Asbury College.  After teaching almost ten years, I completed my Master’s Degree at Western Kentucky University, which allowed me the opportunity for a travel abroad program in Segovia, Spain.  I completed my Educational Specialist Degree via Piedmont College here in GA this past summer.  

My goal this year is to allow students to experience the foreign language by hearing, speaking, reading and writing in the target language and to provide a rich, stimulating and secure environment that promotes self-confidence and high self-esteem.  While students will not have written homework every night, I do ask that they study vocabulary at least 20 minutes per night as vocabulary is the foundation of language.  If they do not know what the words mean, they will have a difficult time understanding what people are telling them and constructing meaningful sentences of their own.  Students are encouraged to make vocabulary flashcards.  As parents you can help your child learn these words by showing them the English word and having them spell the Spanish word correctly.

Students are expected to bring their notebook, book and workbook to class every day.  If a student has an excused absence they are allowed two days to complete make-up work as stated in the student handbook.

If a student is having difficulty with a skill that I have presented to them in class, they should arrange for extra help as soon as possible.  Please see the syllabus regarding my tutoring schedule.  Please allow me the courtesy of notification that your student will be staying or coming in early so that if an unexpected event comes up, I know to still be available for your student.

e.  ISS/OSS:  students must turn in completed work to the ISS instructor in order to 

 receive full credit.

f.  Tardy:  if student arrives after homework has been checked, homework will be considered late and receive the appropriate deduction when finally turned in.

g.  Sleeping:  sleeping in class and lack of completed work will be subject to a late grade 

                                   consequence.

h.  Positive behaviors that will earn points include taking notes, taking tests, being prepared for the day’s work, being attentive, participation in learning activities and speaking and behaving appropriately.
